Solicitor Adams, 
Manager Arndt, Engineer Omer, Planner/Zoning Officer Cohen and Public Works Foreman Huffman 
answered to roll call. Mayor Green and Chief Reagan were absent.

 Mr. King recognized R.J. Kass, from Boy Scout Troop 1843, who needs to attend a Council 
meeting to receive a merit badge.  
 
  Mr. Khalil moved the minutes of regular meeting November 9, 2009 be approved, seconded by 
Mrs. Ielase and carried unanimously. 
   
 Mrs. Cmar moved the December bills be approved as follows: General Fund $166,987.88, 
Disbursement Pension Fund $5,347.36, Sewer Revenue Acct. $212,133.50, Escrow Acct. $10,224.07, 
Highway Aid Acct. $51,816.63, Fire Tax Acct. $840.00, and CMA Sewer Trunk Line  $54,315.63 
seconded by Mrs. Ielase and carried unanimously. 
 
 Mrs. Reynolds  moved the payrolls for the month of December  be approved as follows: 
General Fund $178,271.59, Sewer Revenue Acct. $3,708.08 and ESA General Fund $2,360.00 
seconded by Mr. Weber and carried unanimously.

 Mr. Weber moved to schedule a public hearing as part of the adoption process of the Borough 
Comprehensive Plan on Wednesday, February 10 at 6:00 p.m., seconded by Mr. Khalil. Mr. Weber 
encouraged Council to give any feedback to Mr. Cohen by February 1st. Mr. Cohen advised the meeting 
has been announced on the Borough website and a press release was put in the newspaper. Motion 
carried unanimously. 
 
 Mr. King read Resolution No. 4-2010, “APPOINTING A REPRESENTATIVE AND 
ALTERNATE TO THE SHACOG JOINT RATE REVIEW BOARD.” Mr. Khalil nominated Mr. 
David Crawford with Mr. Weber being the alternate. Mr. Khalil moved to adopt Resolution No. 4-2010, 
seconded by Mrs. Cmar and carried unanimously. 
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 Mr. King read Resolution No. 5-2010, “APPOINTING A REPRESENTATIVE AND 
ALTERNATE TO THE SHACOG FRANCHISING AUTHORITY BOARD.” Mr. Khalil nominated 
Mr. David Crawford with Mr. Weber as the alternate. Mr. Khalil moved to adopt Resolution No. 
5-2010, seconded by Mrs. Cmar and carried unanimously. 
 
 Mr. King read Resolution No. 6-2010, “AMENDING THE FEE RESOLUTION.” Mr. Weber 
moved to adopt Resolution No. 6-2010, seconded by Mrs. Cmar. Mr. Weber asked if Council is able to 
amend this resolution later in the year and Solicitor Adams replied yes.  Motion carried 6-1-0 on a roll 
call vote. Council Member Albrecht, Cmar, Ielase, Reynolds, Weber and King voted yes. Council 
Member Khalil voted no. 
 
 Mr. King read Resolution No. 7-2010, “FIXING THE SALARIES, COMPENSATION, AND 
WAGES FOR BOROUGH EMPLOYEES FOR THE YEAR 2010.” Mrs. Cmar moved to adopt 
Resolution No. 7-2010, seconded by Mrs. Reynolds and carried unanimously. 
 
 Mr. King read Ordinance No. 811, “ADOPTING THE SANITARY SEWER SERVING 
STONECREEK INDUSTRIES”. Mr. Khalil moved to adopt Ordinance No. 811, seconded by Mr. 
Weber. Mr. Weber asked Ms. Omer if all the details and safeguards are in place and acceptance is in 
order, and she replied yes.  Motion carried unanimously. 
 
 Mr. Khalil moved to approve Application for Payment No. 7 and Final in the amount of 
$453.25 to Maronda Homes, Inc. for Lick Run Interceptor Projects, seconded by Mr. Albrecht and 
carried unanimously. 
 
 Mrs. Reynolds moved to authorize the Engineer to prepare plans and specifications for the 
2010 Road Program for total project costs of $405,000.00, seconded by Mrs. Cmar. Mr. Khalil reported 
for the audience that there is a surplus of approximately $30,000.00. He advised after receiving bids for 
the road program, Council plans to take the remainder and apply a topcoat to some of the newly-paved 
roads to extend their life. Mr. Albrecht advised he drove on Elliott Road today and since it is bad, he 
asked if there are plans to pave it now, or wait until funds are available. Ms. Omer replied initially the 
drainage on the road needed to be looked at, then it would be rated in the fall to see where it fell on the 
list. Motion carried unanimously. 
 
 Mr. Khalil moved to participate in the acquisition of new sewer camera equipment, as 
described in the SHACOG memorandum dated December 22, 2009 at an estimated maximum cost of 
$9,750.00 per municipality, subject to the condition that any communities joining in the usage of the 
equipment after the equipment purchase be required to pay pro-rata share and those funds then be 
rebated to participating communities on pro-rate basis, seconded by Mr. Weber. Mr. Weber asked if this 
is the same camera equipment that Council voted on May 11, 2009, or if this is a second camera. Mr. 
Arndt replied this is the same camera issue, and back in May they were trying to get a feel for how 
many communities would be willing to contribute. Now they are asking for a commitment. Mr. Weber 
asked for a recommendation from Ms. Omer, and she replied we use the sewer camera to do our 
stormwater phase 2 program. In addition, when we finish the Corrective Action Plan, we are going to 
have to continue with operation and maintenance. Mr. Huffman also recommended participating in the 
acquisition. Motion carried unanimously. 
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 Mr. Khalil moved to authorize the Engineer and Solicitor to undertake all necessary work for 
the Borough’s acceptance of public improvements in Stone Villa Estates Plan, seconded by Mrs. 
Reynolds and carried unanimously. 
 
 Mr. Khalil moved to appoint Mr. Thomas Donahue to the Planning Commission for the term 
ending December 31, 2013, seconded by Mr. Albrecht and carried unanimously. 
 
 Mr. Weber moved to appoint Greg Daily to the Planning Commission for the term ending 
December 31, 2013, seconded by Mrs. Cmar and carried unanimously.

 Mr. Arndt advised he will have a breakdown of the hours worked by the road department for 
Council next month. 
 
 Mr. Arndt advised Council showed an interest in the Borough producing another newsletter, 
and he suggested one be prepared to go out May 1st, with another one six months later. He requested 
Council Members submit to him any articles they wish to have included in the newsletter.  
 

 
GENERAL BUSINESS: 

 Mr. Khalil advised there was a productive meeting a few weeks ago with all the fire chiefs. He 
thanked Mr. Christofel for attending the meeting.  
 
 Mr. Khalil advised if you google the Borough’s website, the official website doesn’t come up 
until the second page of available matches. He asked if the administrator can make changes to get it to 
appear on the first page of matching websites.  
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  Mr. Khalil advised he would like to see more information on the website with respect to 
Planning, Recreation, and other Boards. He requested each delegate reach out to their appointed 
organizations and  bring back additional information to expand on the website. 
 
 Mr. Khalil stated he will reach out to each fire chief and put together a standard form to be 
completed and submitted to the Borough before disbursement of the 2010 Foreign Fire Insurance 
Funds, and setting up standards as to what constitutes an active member, how training is considered, 
etc. He will have this ready for Council’s consideration by next month, so it can be returned to the fire 
companies so they will understand exactly what their goals are and how to achieve them.  
 
 With respect to the vote in November 2009 to move forward with the Clairton Municipal 
Authority to help begin the process of a bond issue so they can expand their plant, that bond issue has 
not taken place and the Authority cannot move forward. He advised if a community did not vote for 
this, there might be a charge incurred because the cost would be deflated. Because Clairton was not able 
to secure that bond issue, he does not want Jefferson Hills to pay a charge for 2010 from acceptance of 
that. We did our part, but they were unable to do their part, so he wants to make sure we do not pay any 
upcharges for their failure to achieve that bond issue. 
 
 Mrs. Ielase thanked Council for making her transition to Council easy.  
 
 Mrs. Cmar suggested Council choose a date for Clean Up Day early so that  any community 
groups or organizations that would like to contribute will have time to organize.  
 
 Mrs. Cmar announced the Library Board is holding a spaghetti dinner on February 6 from 2 - 6 
p.m. in the Community Room. Donations would be greatly appreciated.  
 
 Mrs. Cmar stated she has never heard a negative comment about snow removal in the Borough, 
and commended Mr. Huffman and the road department for their efforts.  
 
 Mr. Weber welcomed Jennifer Pesanka as Finance Officer, and thanked his colleagues and Mr. 
Arndt for their efforts in the hiring process. He also welcomed all the Commission and Board Members 
appointed this evening.  
 
 Mr. Weber agreed with Mr. Khalil that more information regarding the Boards and 
Commission should be made available on the website so the public can better understand their work. 
He suggested the delegates and alternates meet with their respective organizations as soon as possible to 
start their repore so there is no miscommunication issues.   
 
 Mr. Albrecht also thanked Council for helping with the transition to Council. 
 
 Mr. Albrecht voiced concern over the Borough using Huntington Bank solely as their financial 
institution. He advised the FDIC now insures only up to $250,000.00 per account, and Huntington Bank 
does not have the highest rating available. He suggested Council look into other institutions to use, and 
offered his help in the process. 
 
 Mr. King welcomed both Mrs. Ielase and Mr. Albrecht as Council Members.

 Mrs. Cmar moved to authorize payment of $8,905.10 to SHACOG for the new sewer camera 
equipment, as described in the SHACOG memorandum dated January 22, 2010, subject to the condition 
that any communities joining in the usage of the equipment after the equipment purchase be required to 
pay pro-rata share and those funds then be rebated to participating communities on pro-rata basis, 
seconded by Mrs. Ielase. Mr. Arndt advised he discussed this condition with Lou Gorski of SHACOG, 
and his comments were that instead of rebating to participating communities on pro-rata basis, consider 
that the money collected be put towards camera maintenance. Mr. Gorski thought it a good idea if the 
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initial participating communities design an agreement on how this money would be pro-rated and 
shared, and Mr. Arndt agreed. Mr. Weber thought that putting the money collected towards camera 
maintenance was a reasonable suggestion, but he would rather see the money be rebated to the initial 
communities. He would agree to a maintenance agreement where costs are absorbed across the board. 
Mr. King asked what would happen if new communities joining do not agree to pay on a pro-rata basis. 
Mr. Arndt stated he thought that was where the agreement would come in to protect us. Mr. Adams 
stated the motion as written is fine for the payment of the camera. If the condition is not met in the 
future, then Council has an issue with SHACOG to follow up. Mr. Adams advised Council can act on 
an agreement later. Mr. Weber was instructed to communicate the intent at the next SHACOG meeting. 
Mr. Gorski explained the pro-rata share would be based on the useful life of the equipment, 
approximately five years. Motion carried unanimously. 
 
 Mr. Khalil moved to authorize the execution of an agreement with the City of Clairton 
regarding sewage flow from the Bickerton Plan of Lots, seconded by Mr. Albrecht. Mr. Adams advised 
he is comfortable with this agreement. Ms. Omer explained the sewers will be rerouted from the 
Bickerton Plan of Lots to flow in to Jefferson Hills’ sewer system by gravity, and no longer flow down 
to the City of Clairton Treatment Plant. We will have to work with a few residents to get easements. 
Motion carried unanimously. 
 
 Mrs. Ielase moved to reschedule the public hearing concerning the Comprehensive Plan for 
March 10, 2010 at 6:00 p.m., seconded by Mrs. Cmar. Mr. Arndt advised the original public hearing 
scheduled for February 10th was cancelled due to the snow. Motion carried unanimously. 
 
 Mr. Arndt advised the salt storage facility was briefly discussed at the agenda meeting, but 
since  three members of Council were absent, it was added to tonight’s meeting for further discussion. 
Ms. Omer referred to a memo she sent to Council on November 4, 2009. She stated briefly that Council 
has two decisions to make: 1) the type of salt storage facility. The choices are fabric building, dome or 
wooden gambrel. 2) the location for the facility is Brickyard Road. But the decision needs made to 
either use the entire site or just the front of the property. This decision would hinge on whether Council 
considered placing a public works facility on this property also. She advised if Council only put a salt 
facility on the site it would cost $105,000.00 in sitework. If Council decided they wanted to put a public 
works facility on this property, the salt storage facility would be placed in the back of the property and 
the sitework would cost $358,000.00.  
 
 Mr. Albrecht asked if Council can make this decision now as they have not thought through the 
capital plan yet. Mr. King explained in past years it was discussed that the two best locations for the 
public works facility are either on the property with the Municipal Center or down on Brickyard Road. 
He advised Brickyard Road was chosen because of the extensive excavation needed on the property 
here. Mr. Arndt advised there is money left from an older financing bond that the Borough has 
maintained a capital reserve account of approximately $500,000.00. Mr. King stated the current public 
works facility is extremely outdated and the trucks cannot be maintained in the manner needed to 
extend the life of our vehicles. Mr. Weber suggested Council, Mr. Arndt and Mr. Huffman meet and 
develop a long-range plan to see where the salt storage facility fits in. He stated our salt storage facility 
is in compliance and Mr. King just made  a compelling, rather urgent reason to replace our existing 
antiquated garage.  
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 Mr. Arndt explained that to keep the salt pile in compliance in it’s current state is costing us 
money for tarps and wear and tear on the equipment when the salt freezes. He suggested we move 
ahead on the salt storage facility then continue to look into the maintenance building. Mr. Weber 
advised the maintenance building is impacted all four seasons, where the salt facility is not. His thought 
is to put the salt storage facility on the back burner and move forward more aggressively with the 
maintenance building. Mr. Khalil asked Mr. Arndt if the Borough went forward with Alternativc 2 from 
Ms. Omer’s memo, which is estimated at $641,820.00, do we have money available to complete that 
facility this year. Mr. Arndt replied the additional money would have to come from our current bond 
issue, and he thinks there will be enough left after the HVAC and parking lots are finished at the 
Municipal Center. Mr. Khalil advised he would like the salt storage facility completed since it’s been 
discussed for two years.  
  
 Mr. Khalil asked how long it would take for completion of either facility if Council voted 
tonight to move forward, and Ms. Omer replied several months. She advised there are specifications to 
be written, bids to go out, and permits for grading and erosion control. Mr. Khalil stated he wants to get 
the salt storage facility done, then work on the maintenance facility and get it done.  Mr. King 
requested Mr. Huffman be contacted to get his ideas.  
 
 Mr. Weber stated that on Ms. Omer’s memo there are several items in the Note section that the 
costs are not factored in, and some items have not been decided yet. He feels Council needs to slow 
down on the salt storage facility until more information is received, and after talking with Mr. Huffman, 
he discovered the current garage is in deplorable condition and he thinks this is now more important to 
replace. 
 
 Mr. Albrecht asked if there is any PennDOT or County money available, and Mr. Arndt replied 
no.  
 
 Mayor Green stated during the storm there was a time when every truck in the Borough was 
down because the garage was in such bad shape that no trucks could be fixed until Allegheny Power 
restored power to it. His opinion is that a new maintenance facility is considered an emergency, much 
more than covering the salt.  
 
 Mr. Khalil asked if we could lease any buildings in the area to store our trucks, and it was 
suggested to ask Mr. Huffman if that would be feasible. Mr. Khalil stated in April he will have a few 
suggestions of places that we can lease for our trucks if that is what Council wishes.

 Chief Reagan reported there is a safety issue with no place for the school children to stand at 
the bus stops because of the volume of snow. Therefore, there is a continual two-hour delay so that the 
children who have to wait in the streets, will do so during daylight hours. 
 
 Chief Reagan reported the Mayor declared a state of emergency that put the police department 
on an emergency schedule. Chief Reagan thanked the police department, fire departments, and EMS for 
all they did during that trying time. 
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MAYOR’S REPORT: 

 Mayor Green took his hat off for the emergency services who did an excellent job during the 
storm. He also commended Mr. Huffman and the road department for a fabulous job. Mayor Green 
thanked Mr. King for getting out and helping with cutting down trees. He advised he opened some of 
the schools as a heating area for residents who had no power. He stated he is very upset with Allegheny 
Power and their lack of response to residents who had no power. He stated Allegheny Power came in 
and repaired a trunk line in Floreffe, then left without restoring power to over 1,000 residents in 
Jefferson Hills. He advised he will write a letter to the Public Utility Commission complaining about 
Allegheny Power.  
 
 Chief Reagan reported County 911 came out when power was lost to the Municipal Center to 
make sure our phone lines were working. He reported the police department received calls as late as 
Wednesday from residents who were stranded in their homes.  
 
 Mayor Green reported he is going to discuss with Congressman Murphy an alert phone system 
where residents will be automatically called and notified of issues.  
 

 
BOROUGH MANAGER’S REPORT: 

 Mr. Arndt thanked all the emergency services and public works department for a job well done 
in pretty adverse conditions during the storm.  
 
 Mr. Arndt reported PennDOT advised we need to cut down trees that fall on their roads, but he 
felt they should take the responsibility for their own roads. He thought this issue should be pursued, and 
was instructed to contact our state representative about it. 
 

 
GENERAL BUSINESS: 

 Mr. Khalil advised he sat in on a conference call with Congressman Murphy, Mrs. Pesanka, 
Chief Reagan and the Mayor talking about FEMA’s help to communities and residents. We need to 
complete a report, and possibly receive some financial help because of the storm.  
 
 Mr. Khalil talked with Doug Pascoe and was advised the calls to EMS doubled during the snow 
storm. 
 
 Mr. Khalil asked for an explanation of why the overtime for the road and police departments 
was so high in January. He wanted to make sure the overtime was caused by the emergency and not due 
to schedule conflicts. Chief Reagan replied he submits a detailed overtime report every month, but with 
the snow storm, he didn’t have time to finish the report.  
 
 Mrs. Ielase announced the spaghetti dinner fundraiser will be rescheduled, and the drawings 
will happen at the end of this week. She again encouraged everyone to get a library card. 
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 Mrs. Ielase reported the Montour Trail Plan is in the works, and they would like to preserve and 
enhance what we have in Jefferson Hills.  
 
 Mrs. Ielase reminded everyone the Easter Egg Hunt is scheduled for March 27, and she asked 
for contributions for a bake sale.  
 
 Mrs. Cmar thanked Mr. King for relaying information and always keeping Council informed.  
 
 Mrs. Cmar thanked the road department, administration, police department and Mayor for their 
extra efforts during the storm. 
 
 Mrs. Cmar advised a lot of the power outages were caused by downed trees, and asked if we 
can write a letter to residents requesting they trim their large trees that on the power lines. Mayor Green 
explained the power company will not allow anyone to work within ten feet of a power line. He also 
advised he was informed by Allegheny County that they cut their tree trimming budget because of the 
economy. Mr. Arndt stated some communities have shade tree ordinances that prohibit planting trees in 
the  street right-of-way. He suggested this be discussed for the future of Jefferson Hills. Mr. King 
suggested an article be included in the upcoming newsletter asking residents to keep their trees 
trimmed. 
 
 Mr. Weber expressed his gratitude to our emergency services, police and fire departments, 
Mayor and Chief during this unprecedented storm, to which Mr. Albrecht agreed.  
 
 Mr. King commended Mr. Huffman for his leadership and devotion for going above and 
beyond during the storm. He thanked Chief Reagan and Mayor Green also. 
 
 Mr. Arndt asked if Council wants to proceed with Summer Day Camp, and was told yes. 
 
 It was decided that Coach Conway should hold his tennis camp on his own, and not as a 
borough-sponsored activity. Mr. Arndt explained Mr. Conway’s certificate of insurance will expire 
before his camp is over. Therefore, one of two options are suggested: 1) once he renews his insurance, 
we would request an updated certificate, or 2) require him to add the Borough as an additional insurer 
on his liability insurance. Solicitor Adams replied he would like to review his insurance certificate 
before making a recommendation. He advised if Mr. Conway would add the Borough as an additional 
insurer, it gives the Borough an additional layer of protection. Because of the physical nature of activity, 
it would be a good idea to have a separate indemnification agreement.  
 
 Mr. Weber would not like the Borough’s name involved with this camp. Mr. Arndt advised the 
Borough does not have a fee in the resolution for this type of activity on the tennis court. Mr. Khalil 
suggested $15 per day, but Mr. Arndt was asked to call the school district and see what fee they charge 
to rent their fields.  
 
 Mr. King adjourned the meeting at 9:00 p.m. with an executive session to follow to discuss a 
personnel  matter on motion by Mr. Khalil, seconded by Mrs. Ielase and carried unanimously.

 The regular meeting of Council was called to order by President King at 7:00 p.m. in the 
Municipal Center, 925 Old Clairton Road. Following the Pledge of Allegiance, Mayor Green and 
Council Members Albrecht, Cmar, Ielase, Khalil, Reynolds, Weber and King answered to roll call. 
Acting Solicitor Shimko, Engineer Omer, Planner/Zoning Officer Cohen, Finance Officer Pesanka, 
Chief Reagan and Public Works Foreman Huffman answered to roll call. Manager Arndt was absent. 
 
 Mr. King reminded everyone to speak up again, and thanked Ms. Essey for her taking the 
minutes at tonight’s meeting. 
 

 
CITIZENS: 

 A) Pastor Chris Jerin - 711 Old Clairton Road - explained the reason he wishes to rent 
Andrew E. Reilly Park on July 17, 2010 between 4 & 7 p.m. is to hold a music ministry 
open to all local churches. He advised there will be no charge, but donations for the food 
bank and Haiti will be collected. He requested access to the electrical boxes on the stage 
and Mr. Huffman replied after talking with Pastor Jerin, he advised those planning to 
handle the electrical boxes are qualified and Mr. Huffman saw no problem. 

 
In response to Mayor Green’s concern for public safety, Pastor Jerin explained people 
will come and go during the four hours, without a mass exodus at 8 p.m. He also advised 
ushers from his church will help with parking. It was decided to speak with Pastor Jerin 
a few weeks in advance when he has a better number of attendees, so the Borough can 
decide how many employees will be needed to staff this event. The issues of port-a-johns 
and traffic can be addressed at that time.

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Levdansky’s office to alert them that this subject will be brought up at the meeting. Mr. Khalil also 
expressed concern that Jefferson Hills should not be penalized in financing because we did sign the 
agreement in time.  
 
 Mr. Khalil asked the Mayor if there will be a meeting this month with all the fire companies, 
and Mayor Green advised he hoped at the end of the month.

Road, Karen Broman of 607 Old Clairton Road, Mary Keffer of 601 Old Clairton Road 
and Karen Devine, 708 Old Clairton Road. 

 
 D) Melissa Sovak - 517 Old Clairton Road - read the following petition that was signed by 

residents around the Practice T Golf Center. 
 

“We, the undersigned, oppose granting permission for the land development plan 
known as the Indoor Sports Facility Dome, Practice T Golf Center for reasons 
herein. Our rights have been violated by the Zoning Hearing Board of the 
Borough of Jefferson Hills by denying access to a 30-day appeal period for a 
structure of these dimensions following a Zoning Hearing amended decision to 
approve said structure. The Zoning Hearing Board was negligent in performing 
due diligence as to the harmful effects of allowing this type of structure in a 
residential area. This structure will reduce property values for all properties 
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within a proximity to the structure due to its unattractive and oversized 
appearance; the structure will cause traffic disruptions and generate a heavier 
volume of traffic than is currently seen; the structure will cause a noise disruption 
for surrounding homes on a constant basis. 

 
   For the reasons stated above, we strongly urge Council Members to follow the 

unanimous decision and recommendation of the Borough Planning Commission 
and deny approval for this plan as we do not want to see our residential 
neighborhood commercialized.” 

 
Ms. Sovak presented Council with three more pages of signatures to join the previous 
petition given to Council. She wanted it noted that these residents are not anti-business 
or anti-Practice T or anti-Mr. Sprites.  

 
She read excepts from the Finding of Facts from the Zoning Hearing Board Meeting and 
from Minutes from a Council Meeting that stated incorrect dimensions of the dome. She 
then requested Council vote no to the plan.

He suggested when the Planning Commission forwards the 
paperwork to Council, it will list what the Borough can and cannot do, and give their strategy on how 
they feel on the ordinance. He stated the Planning Commission is also following the lead of other 
communities who are facing these same issues.  
 
 Mrs. Reynolds reported there are numerous trucks for the gas well traveling Collins Avenue, 
making loud noises, shaking houses, and one bent the stop sign at the end of the road. She asked why 
the trucks are using Collins Avenue instead of the access road. Mr. Arndt explained they used the 
access road when they drilled the well, but they are now putting in the gas line from the well to 
Equitable Gas. He offered to look into the noise from the trucks to verify this is what is occuring. Chief 
Reagan advised there is a noise ordinance for trucks and suggested residents call the police department 
if they hear them, so the police can get a car there.  
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 Mr. King welcomed Bob Noll to the Borough. He stated this satisfies the reorganization that 
started two years ago.

He stated he thought those earnings should be earmarked for 
particular projects within the Authority, but he found no designation of what the funds would be used 
for. He can anticipate maintenance, etc., but there is no written explanation. He stated if we had the 
requested representative on the Authority, they could explain to us the future of the $3.8 million 
earnings. Mr. King instructed at any future meetings with the Authority, Mr. Arndt and Ms. Omer are to 
copy him with the notes. Ms. Omer requested a copy of the audit.  
 
 Mrs. Ielase reminded Council that August 21 is Community Day and requested help from 
Council and residents.  
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 Mr. Weber understood we are looking for direction from Chief Reagan on the police radio 
frequencies. He also stated the gentleman from the County, who attended Wednesday meeting, stated it 
is customary when the County takes over their frequencies to 911, they close their own inhouse 
dispatch. He stated in 2005 we moved to County 911 under the auspices that we would save the 
community $100,000 by not needing dispatchers any longer. Council requested the Chief give them his 
recommendation on the need for our dispatchers, within the week after he returns from vacation. Mr. 
Weber requested that Mr. Arndt, Ms. Pesanka and Chief Reagan perform a cost analysis of how 
expensive it is to run the dispatch center. 
 
 Mr. Weber acknowledged Adam Briggs for attending and wished him luck in pursuing his Boy 
Scout Merit Badge in Civic Responsibility. 
 
 Mr. Albrecht thanked Mr. Arndt and Ms. Pesanka for meeting with Mr. Khalil and himself on 
the budget.

He also thanked Mr. Cohen and the Planning Commission for working on 
the Gas and Oil Ordinance. He asked residents to participate in the Public Hearings and get involved.

 The agenda meeting of Council was called to order by Council Member Khalil at 7:00 p.m. in the 
Municipal Center, 925 Old Clairton Road. Following the Pledge of Allegiance, Mayor Green and 
Council Members Albrecht, Ielase, and Reynolds answered to roll call. Solicitor Adams, Manager 
Arndt, Engineer Omer, Planner/Zoning Officer Cohen, Chief Reagan, Finance Officer Pesanka, and 
Engineer/Public Works Director Noll were in attendance. Council President King was absent due to 
work. Council Member Cmar was absent as she was out of town, and Council Member Weber was ill. 
 
CITIZENS: 
 
 A. Felicia Moresea - 631 Gill Hall Road - stated they still have a problem with nails being 

thrown on their property and there have been twelve separate incidents since May. She  
stated it is hard for her to feel safe on her property. She reported her mother and 
neighbor spoke before Council last month and nothing has been done since.   

 
 B. Ellen Bredel - 701 Gill Hall Road - reported in addition to the nails and screws thrown in 

their driveway, they have experienced vandalism to their fence, a broken tree and 
trampled corn just this past Thursday night. She asked how long a scent is good, and if 
Officer Fritz could follow the scent. Chief Reagan stated he talked with Ms. Bredel last 
week and she was satisfied with what the Police Department was doing. She agreed, but 
stated she was here tonight to update Council on the latest vandalism. Chief Reagan 
wanted Council to know that the Police Department is continuing to work on this, but 
cannot speak about it in public.  Mr. Khalil reported these incidences started in March 
2009 and asked Chief Reagan how many calls the Police Department received regarding 
this matter. He replied  at least a dozen. Mr. Khalil asked if a suspect was found, and 
Chief Reagan reported citations were issued, but the courts decided most of them not 
guilty.  Mr. Khalil stated since this has been going on for over a year, have we reached 
out to the County or State for help, and Chief Reagan advised unfortunately their assets 
are tied up. Mr. Khalil asked if there is equipment that needs to be purchased. Chief 
Reagan reported this incident with Ms. Bredel and Ms. Moresea is not an isolated issue, 
and the Borough could benefit from the purchase of certain equipment to help. He stated 
he will talk to Mr. Arndt about these purchases. Mr. Khalil advised Chief Reagan to 
touch base with the President and Vice President of Council. Mayor Green advised this 
has already been discussed between them. 

 
 C. Christine Wallace - 1024 Lewis Run Road - advised she has an issue with her mortgage 

company when they tried to raise her flood insurance premium to $2,300 a year. She 
advised  the FEMA map is incorrect, and that is why her insurance premium has 
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increased. She asked the Borough for assistance with this problem. Ms. Omer advised 
she is looking into this, will review it and report back to Council.  

 
Ms. Wallace also reported a methane gas smell in the evening, and Mr. Noll replied he 
went down to the sanitary sewer during the day, but it was dry and there was no smell at 
the time.  He advised they will continue to look into it.

Mr. Arndt explained that these are grates for the catch basins, and Mr. Noll  further 
explained they are called bicycle grates because they prevent bicycles from being able to fall in the 
storm sewers. Motion carried unanimously. 
 
MONTHLY PAYROLLS: 
 
 Mrs. Ielase moved the payrolls for the month of July be approved as follows: General Fund 
$193,129.39 and Sewer Revenue Acct. $4,373.44, seconded by Mr. Albrecht and carried unanimously. 
 
 Mr. Graves gave a presentation concerning administrative office renovations. Mr. Khalil asked 
if an entry system into the Municipal Center is being considered that will record who is entering the 
building?  Mr. Graves advised it can be included in the bids, and Mr. Arndt requested that 
enhancement be kept separate as an alternate in the bids. Mr. Khalil advised for the public that this plan 
for the renovations has been reviewed by all affected staff. 
 
AGENDA ITEMS:  
 
 Mr. Khalil moved to table awarding the bid for janitorial services for September 1, 2010 thru 
August 31, 2011 to ISS Facility Services in the amount of $24,154.65 until President King, 
Vice-President Weber and Councilwoman Cmar can be in attendance. Mr. Arndt reported this is time 
sensitive. Solicitor Adams advised there are other options available to Council. When the Borough 
Manager says it is time sensitive, it means there is a requirement that bids that are opened, response 
must be given with a certain period of time, which will run before the next Council Meeting. However, 
Council can reject all bids and start over. Council can also direct the bid be awarded beyond the 
timeframe with the recognition that the successful awardee will not complain of being notified after the 
time period. Mr. Khalil advised he personally has a considerable number of questions considering that 
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there were 24 potential bidders, but we only received two bids. He wished to have that discussion when 
more members of Council were available. Mr. Arndt reported the last time this was bid out was six 
years ago and we ended up with only three bids.  He explained he did not have a list of 24 potential 
bidders, but rather he had a list of 24 potential contractors that the specs were mailed to. It was also 
advertised in the Post-Gazette, a pre-bid meeting was held here prior to the bids being submitted, and 
only five or six firms sent representatives to tour the building and Gill Hall Community Center. Mr. 
Arndt contacted a few of the references given for ISS and they were positive.  Mr. Arndt reported the 
bids are for three years: one base year, with an option year #1 and option year #2. If after the first year 
we felt the bidder was not living up to our standards, Council would have the option of going out for 
bid again. In response to Mr. Khalil’s question, Solicitor Adams advised the wording of the bid is 
clearly that the second and third years are options at the Borough’s discretion. Mr. Albrecht moved to 
award the bid for janitorial services for September 1, 2010 thru August 31, 2011 to ISS Facility 
Services in the amount of $24,154.65, seconded by Mrs. Reynolds and carried unanimously. 
 
 Mrs. Ielase moved to award a bid for rock salt for the 2010 - 2011 winter season through 
SHACOG to Morton International, Inc. in the amount of $51.40 per ton, seconded by Mr. Albrecht. Mr. 
Noll reported he talked with Morton Salt and asked if the price was only for a limited time and they 
advised it was not. Mr. Khalil stated for the record that last year’s salt price was $1.35 more per ton 
than this year. Motion carried unanimously. 
 
 Mr. Arndt reported the Borough’s property/casualty insurance expires September 6, 2010.Our  
insurance broker, Cusumano Insurance Agency went out to the market and received four proposals, one 
from our existing carrier, Traveler’s Insurance. Traveler’s is offering a renewal of $79,010 which the 
expiring premiums are around $94,000, so we are getting a good price break. Cusumano prepared a 
summary of all the bids for Council to evaluate.

After the language is adopted, she would like to ask WESA to go back and 
adopt their plan with similar language.  
 
 Mrs. Ielase moved to discuss accepting Borough ownership of property at Beams Run Road 
and Wakefield Road, seconded by Mr. Albrecht. Mr. Cohen explained the developer of that plan 
contacted the Borough last year concerning real estate tax bills he was receiving for a parcel of land  
that was indicated on the plat to be dedicated to the Borough for road and other purposes. This parcel 
upon review was for that purpose. There is clearly a storm sewer system and an anomaly of the roads 
involved with Wakefield that the road had no right-of-way. The Borough never took ownership of the 
property. In order for it to be officially transferred, it needs to be accepted by the Borough, in the same 
way the Borough accepts a sewer line. The next step would be to have the description of the property 
reviewed by the Engineer to make sure it is accurate, and consideration given for acceptance. Mr. 
Cohen stated this property definitely has a function and benefit to the Borough. He would like Council 
to make a motion to authorize the Solicitor to proceed on the necessary documentation and ordinances 
for such acceptance, after the Engineer reviews it for accuracy. Mr. Noll advised it would be in the 
Borough’s best interest to take ownership of that property since there are storm sewers on it. Mr. Cohen 
suggested a condition be put on this request that the taxes be paid before the Borough accepts the 
property.  
 
 Mr. Arndt advised there is a copy of a draft letter in their packets written by the Manager of 
South Park Township which we are cooperating with on requesting funding for repairs to McElheny 
Road bridge, of which we have joint ownership. We have jointly participated in maintenance operations 
before with South Park on this bridge. There is now substantial maintenance that needs to be 
completed, in the amount of approximately $100,000. It was the consensus of Council to support the 
letter to Southwestern Pennsylvania Commission with South Park Township.

POLICE CHIEF’S REPORT: 
 
 Chief Regan reported police activities for July as follows: 39 citations issued, 3 traffic 
accidents with 1 injury and 855 calls answered.  
 
 Chief Reagan explained he and Mayor Green reviewed the parking ordinance and the fines 
imposed. They discovered the current parking tickets differ from the parking ordinance. He will send a 
memo to Council to discuss how to remedy this by creating new parking tickets and revising the fee 
schedule.

WEST ELIZABETH SEWERSHED:

Act 537/Treatment Plant

● We continue to work with DEP on the TDS
language. If we agree to the Borough’s Act 537
language from DEP, we will recommend
re-adoption. If WESA revises their language, we
will present it to Council for consideration.

● A meeting was held with Eastman Chemical last
month. Eastman and Jefferson Hills will begin to
develop an agreement for Jefferson Hills to
transport Eastman waste to WESA for treatment.

WESA VOC Odors

● Hercules’ sub-consultant contacted Gateway with
a request to line the sewers along Rt. 837 as a
temporary repair to remove the VOCs from the
sewer system. They will be submitting a scope
and schedule for this work. No submittal has been
received to date.

CLAIRTON SEWERSHED:

CORRECTIVE ACTION WORK:

1. Dye Testing - The Borough is handling this project.

2010 Projects:

1. Manhole Inspection - The Borough’s PWD has completed
the majority of the work. The manholes that were added
from the Disconnection Agreement with Pleasant Hills
Authority have had their physical locations adjusted on
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the mapping. These manholes can now be inspected. We
will coordinate with the Road Crew.

2. Manhole Rehabilitation - We are waiting for SHACOG to
receive all concurrences on the bid and for the M/W.DBE
solicitations to be complete before work can begin.

3. 2010 CCTV Inspections - The project is complete.
4. 2009 Open-cut Excavation Repairs - The construction is

nearing completion and we are working on closing out the
contract.

5. 2010 Open-cut Excavation Repairs - The construction is
underway for the 2010 project as authorized.

6. 2010 Lining Repairs - The construction is nearing
completion for the 2010 project.

7. Mapping - Work will be completed as buried manholes
are raised to grade during the open-cut repair project.

8. Flow Monitoring - No change in progress.
9. Reporting (C-50141-1007) - The semi-annual report was

submitted to the PaDEP. The next report will be due at
the end of 2010.

A meeting was held with the Solicitors on July 23, 2010 at the Clairton
Treatment Plant. The Engineer’s meeting was held in August 2010, and
the next meeting is scheduled for October 2010.

The bids were opened on August 24th. The Borough received a $60,000
growing greener grant for this project.
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The low bidder is Wallace & Pancher Construction for $52,519.60. We
reviewed the bids and the bidder’s prior experience and we recommend
awarding to Wallace & Pancher Construction for $52,519.60. The
Borough must take action on the bids in September if we are going to
build this project in the 2010 construction season. The Engineer
recommends awarding the Peter’s Creek Stream Restoration Phase One
to Wallace & Pancher Construction in the amount of $52,519.60.

3) Stormwater Phase II - MS 4 Permit

A meeting was held with the Engineer/Public Works Director to review
the project, and a plan of action was discussed for 2011.

4) Worthington Avenue

Gateway has prepared final design drawings and specifications for this
project. An H.O.P. application was submitted to Allegheny County, and
an agreement is being processed for the necessary easement across 1317
Worthington Avenue. Advertisements for bidding were published on
August 27, 2010 and September 3, 2010. A public bid opening will
occur at the Borough office on September 16, 2010 at 10:00 a.m. It is
anticipated that consideration for awarding a construction contract for
this project will occur at the October 11, 2010 Council meeting.

5) Demolition 2010

SHACOG sent a Notice of Award to the contractor on August 13, 2010.
A schedule from SHACOG is forthcoming.

The Borough is securing the temporary construction access for the
demolition to be done at 4048 Walton Road.

6) Proposed Public Works Complex

The survey and geotechnical investigation are complete.

A meeting was held with the Engineer/Public Works Director to review
the project and a plan of action is being implemented.

7) Pavement Maintenance

We have met with the Engineer/Public Works Director and reviewed the
roads in the Borough to be considered which have been presented to the
Engineering Committee for review and discussion. The Engineering
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Committee is in agreement with the selection of the roads for the
completion of pavement rejuvenator.

8) Elliott Road Storm Sewer Improvement

We are in the process of completing the deed research and preparing the
information for the field work. Once the field work is complete, we will
rationalize the boundary and prepare the easement plan and description.

9) Reed Road Storm Sewer

We have met with the Borough Engineer/Public Works Director and the
Engineering Committee regarding the open discharge of the storm sewer
draining at the rear of 138 Reed Drive to the inlet at the rear of 617
Hidden Oak Drive. There is approximately 50' of overland flow that is
currently occurring. Before any work is completed on the project, we are
recommending that research be completed to determine if there is a
storm sewer easement and how much additional storm sewer easement
will be required. A work authorization has been provided.

10) Projects on Hold Until Further Direction is Received

Independence Drive - Sanitary Sewer Repair Contract
Address Map - A meeting was held with Mr. Cohen who is working with
finalizing the project.

Ms. Omer reported she and Mr. Noll have started to look at the sewer problem
on Coal Valley Road. In response to Mr. Weber’s question, Ms. Omer explained there
are a combination of problems that have been going on since the late 80s, from failing
septic systems to no septic system with no sewers available. She stated when the
County Maintenance Department found raw sewage, they turned it over to the County
Health Department. Mr. King asked why these properties were not sewered when the
Borough put in the sewer lines, and she replied it was cost prohibitive to run a sewerline
hundreds of feet to service one lot. It was figured that eventually the property would be
sold to a developer who would divide it into multiple lots and then extend the
sewerline. This never happened. Mrs. Cmar asked why we need to spend money on a
study, when we are aware of the problem, and Ms. Omer replied the Health Department
is requiring a study be done. In response to Mrs. Cmar’s question of whether there is
grant money available, Ms. Omer replied not at this time. Mr. Khalil asked if it would
be a benefit to appeal this. Solicitor Adams responded that Gateway indicated the
Health Department had a lot of data, therefore an appeal would be futile and costly. Mr.
King stated this problem, added to all the other sewage problems we are having that
should have been corrected in the 80s, is going to be much more costly than if they were
corrected at that time. Ms. Omer stated homes have been built on the road through the
years, and she will have to look into whether they are part of the problem. She stated
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she was surprised when she discovered they were testing, but was told by the County,
they have been testing for years and reported their findings to the Borough Sewer
Manager, who was Mr. McVicker, at that time. Mrs. Reynolds asked if they have
public water, and Mr. Noll will look into it. Mr. Khalil asked for budget purposes, do
we need to set money aside for 2011. Ms. Omer replied with all that is involved with
this project, she would not anticipate construction to begin until 2012, and we don’t
even know which way it will go yet. The property owners may be responsible not the
Borough.

Ms. Omer reported the Route 51 Corridor from the Liberty Tunnel to the
Elizabeth Bridge Committee, which includes Mr. Cohen and herself, is holding it’s
first public meeting on October 5 at 7:00 p.m. at Baldwin/Whitehall High School. The
team will be presenting their report on October 7 at 7:00 p.m. at the same location. Mr.
Albrecht asked if the intersection of Rt. 88 & Rt. 51 will be addressed. Ms. Omer
advised PennDOT is part of the committee, and they are committed to improving that
intersection which has a flooding issue.

Mayor Green announced the County will be doing reassessments in the
Borough. They will have IDs and wear vests that say “Property Assessment” on them.

Mayor Green announced Halloween will be celebrated on October 31 from
6:00 - 8:00 p.m.

PLANNER ZONING OFFICER’S REPORT:

Nothing to report.

Mr. Khalil thanked Mr. Cohen for his detailed report.
